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  Sell-a-Cell Billboard
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You will be creating a billboard advertising one of the different cell organelles we have discussed in class.  The point of a billboard is to get people to purchase a product or a service.  You will need to make your organelles seem worthy of being purchased.  Your final product will need to be in billboard (poster) form.
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You should market your organelle as something besides a part of a cell. Think about its function and relate it to a product or a service that people could use in their lives.

Things to include:

· The name of your product/service (should reference the name of the organelle)
· A picture of your product/service (some reference to its actual appearance in a cell)
· The selling Point of each organelle (This is like a creative description. Why would people want to buy this organelle?) This should be related to its actual function in a cell. It should be immediately clear what its function is.
· The price

· Neatness and use of color will also be part of your grade.
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	Name of product/service

	Picture of product/service
	A picture was included and the reference to the organelles appearance was clear.

	Selling point
	A selling point was included and the relation to the organelle’s function was clear.
	A selling point was included, but the relation to the organelle’s function was not completely clear.
	A selling point was included, but is not related to the organelle’s function 
	A selling point was not included.

	Price

	Neatness
	The entire project is legible, organized, and neat.(no scribble marks)
	Most of the project is legible, organized, and neat, but may have minor issues.
	Some of the project was legible, organized, and somewhat neat, but it had many issues.
	There were major issues with the level of neatness.

	Use of color
	The use of coloring was attractive and added to the overall quality of the project.
	The use of color was apparent, but key parts were left plain OR messy coloring deterred from the overall quality of the project. 
	There was only a very small use of color OR very messy coloring completely deterred from the overall quality of the project.
	No color was used.
