Mechanism of Disease Project 

All humans will have some type of disease or disorder during their lifetime.  This may or may not be known to the individual.  It may not manifest itself physically, but can affect the mental or social well being of an individual.  Research the disease or disorder you have chosen using reference materials, books, scholarly journals, newspapers, magazines, and/or various on-line search engines.  In a written and oral presentation you will include the following: a description of the disease or disorder, gender, sex, ethnic group, and age group affected, cause, primary organs involved, pathogenesis (development of the disease), occurrences, signs, symptoms, diagnosis, prognosis, treatment and/or cure, support groups (if any), and websites.

Paper Format
The “paper” should be in a readable font.  Format may be brochure or flyer.  Be creative.
Oral presentation
In a 3-5 minute oral presentation, inform the class of the disease or disorder you have chosen.  Be sure to mention the above mentioned aspects of the disease/disorder.  You may not read directly from your paper, but you may use index cards for notes.  You will be graded on the following: appearance (poise), eye contact, “flow” of presentation, information given (content), and time.

Visual Aid
Include a visual aid with your oral presentation.  The type of visual aid is your choice, but it must compliment your oral presentation.  You will be graded upon incorporating a visual aid, relevancy, and creativity.
